Stanzel introduced, read & moved for passage of Resolution No. 2013-02 pay request #21, $2997.88 to Calabretto Building Group for work completed on Valhaven Nursing Center renovation.  Bevington seconded.  All in favor, motion carried.  A true, correct & complete copy is on file at city hall.

City Engineer – East Street Storm Sewer District 2015-1 – The contractor is working every day and is at the Harrier Street intersection.

Lewis introduced, read & moved for passage of Resolution No. 2016-03 to approve payment of Valley Corporation Pay Request #1, $153,789.31 for East Street Storm Sewer District 2015-1.  Ueckert seconded. Lewis, Stanzel and Ueckert   voted YES.  ABSTAIN; Bevington.  NO; no one, motion carried.  A true, correct & complete copy is on file at city hall.

Bluewater progress report – The engineer recommended issuing the certificates of substantial completion (partial) for milestone 1 part A and milestone 2 part B.  He explained the project is completed to the stage where it can be used for what it was intended. He also recommended council action to recommend payment of Luxa pay request.to the developer.
 
Stanzel moved to issue certificates of substantial completion (partial) for milestone 1 – Part A, lots 145-279 (South) & (partial) for milestone 2 – Part B. Lewis seconded,  All in favor motion carried.  

Stanzel moved to recommend to Bluewater Developer payment of pay request #7, $128,559.60 to Luxa Construction.  Lewis seconded.  All in favor, motion carried.  

The proposed one-and-six-year street plan was reviewed & discussed.  Lewis moved to set the public hearing for the 2016 one-and-six-year street plan for 7 p.m. on February 9.  Stanzel seconded. All in favor, motion carried.

City Attorney – He is working with Mike Bacon on the proposed Mallard TIF amendment, which should be ready for the February Council meeting.  His office has been dealing with the Ginger Woods lots lease payments, Burton Plumbing discovery & The Bluewater subdivision agreement revisions.

Mayor’s report – RSVPs with menu choices are due for the employee appreciation dinner. He reminded council members of filing deadlines.  Two candidates have filed for both Mayor and  City council.  The Planning Commission meets 1/19 at 4:30, Valley Days barbecue planning meeting is 1/19 at 7,   League mid-winter conference is February 22-23, 

Nebraska Humane Society sent a mass mailing about dog & cat licensing to the 68064 zip code.  Valley residents were mistakenly included.
