Mayor Smith opened the hearing for public input & comment on Mallard Landing amended redevelopment contract, Lots 3 & 5 Mallard Lake Addition Phase 1; Lot 41  Mallard  Lake Addition Phase 1, Replat 1; Lot 2 Mallard Lake Addition  Phase 2, Replat  1; Lots 21,78,87,98 & 99 Mallard Lake Addition Phase 3; Lots 108, 110, 111, 113 & 117 Mallard Lake Addition  Phase 4.

There were no comments or questions.  The hearing was closed at 7:03 p.m.


Mayor Smith opened the hearing for public input & comment on Flat Water Lakes Development preliminary plat.  

Dave Buss, Olson & Associates addressed council regarding the development located in Section 36, Township 16N, Range 9E.  Plans show a total of 133 single family lots. Phase One in the northeast corner will have one access point with 14 lots.  One entrance is planned for the remaining 119 lots.

Mayor Smith called the meeting to order at 7:06 p.m. Present were mayor Smith; council members Bevington, Lewis, Stanzel, Ueckert, clerk Suhr.  
Proof of publication was on the council desk. 
The clerk led the Pledge of Allegiance.
Mayor Smith noted the location of the open meetings act, & stated one copy of all reproducible written material to be discussed at this meeting is available for examination or copying.  

The Mayor invited anyone present who wished to address an agenda item & is not on the agenda to come forward at this time, noting they will have three minutes to speak.    

There was no correspondence.  The Mayor recognized John Sieler, who  introduced himself & shared magnets with council members.  

Stanzel moved to approve the agenda.  Lewis seconded.  All in favor, motion carried.  

Lewis moved to approve the consent agenda.  Bevington seconded.  All in favor, motion carried.  Consent agenda items were accept 5/10 public hearing & minutes, treasurer’s report, May payroll & IRA, April Keno receipts, PeopleService, Inc. report, May library statistics, 4/14 and 5/12 Library Board and 5/17 Planning Commission  minutes & 4/23 Clean up day report. Lewis moved to approve a request by Mike McLaughlin to close a portion of Vass Street west of the Vass Mayne Street intersection & bounded on the south by the church parking lot on July 2 from 5 to 9 p.m.   Stanzel seconded.  All in favor, motion carried.

Stanzel moved to approve a request by Valley Shores Homeowners Association for partial closure of 279th Street at dusk on July 2 for a fireworks display on lot 142, Lewis seconded.  All in favor,   motion carried.

Karine Mentzer, 26627 Taylor Street, addressed pet licensing.  She presented statistics from online consensus reports, & calculated the estimated number of dogs & cats in the city.  She noted many residents purchase Omaha license or no license at all as they don’t think it is required in Valley.   Revenue could be realized using additional methods of communicating licensing information to the citizens.  She proposed volunteers could stamp water bills with a reminder to license pets.  The mayor thanked her for the information & presentation,  the office staff will follow up.   

Dalton Carper and Ada Florescy, 204 South East Street shared ideas they have for potential business & revenue.  Clean up, liven up downtown, paint murals on buildings, add benches downtown & recruit new businesses to fill vacant lots, noting  the closest pizza delivery is 6.5 miles  away.  They have contacted the school art class to paint murals.& suggested holding a town event to collect paint to help defray the cost of paint & brushes. They will meet with the 
Mayor to discuss their ideas more in depth,  

Lewis moved to accept the 2014-2015 fiscal year audit report prepared by Ric Ortmeier, CPA.  Bevington seconded.  All in favor, motion carried.

Council member Stanzel introduced, read & moved for approval of Resolution No. 2016-23 approving an amendment to the redevelopment plan with Mallard Landing as recommended by the Community Development Agency & addressed in the public hearing.  Lewis seconded.  All in favor, motion carried.  A true, correct & complete copy is on file at city hall.  

Stanzel moved to approve Flat Water Lakes Development preliminary plat as recommended by the Planning Commission & addressed in the public hearing.  Lewis seconded.  All in favor, motion carried.  

Jesse Calabretto 16818 Spring Plaza, contractor for Valhaven Rehabilitation project cited his reasons protesting assessment of liquidated damages.  He appreciated the work & knows the project was good for a lot of people.  He referenced his June 10 letter to council members in which he listed delays & changes beyond his control that made it impossible for him to complete the project within the contracted time.  

Discussion between council members and Mr. Calabretto followed.

Don Peters, architect for Valhaven renovation project stated 300 days were allowed for main construction & 240 days for resident room completion.  Days were added due to structural components that were not as presented in the “as builts”, as well as the Serenity room corridor & flooring/mastic issues.  Work is reasonably acceptable at this point.  He recommended assessing liquidated damages for 20 days @$500. Per day =  $10,000.00.

Following more discussion, city attorney Jeff Farnham interjected there is no way to reach a resolution tonight, it makes sense to establish procedure to bring this to conclusion.  I recommend we table and work toward a real resolution.  There are also items left to be done such as concrete work & erecting the flagpole.  

Stanzel moved to table action on Valhaven renovation project until next month.  Ueckert seconded. Lewis stated she wants the project done before July.   All in favor, motion carried.  

Engineer Greg Perry reported the East Street Storm Sewer District 2015-1 project is 95% done making it substantially complete.  

Lewis moved to approve change order #2 (final) increase $4308.60.  for East Street Storm Sewer District 2015-1.  Ueckert seconded.  Lewis, Stanzel & Ueckert voted YES.  ABSTAIN; Bevington. NO; No one, motion carried.

Stanzel moved for approval of Certificate of Substantial completion for East Street Storm Sewer District 2015-1.  Lewis seconded.  Stanzel, Ueckert & Lewis voted YES; ABSTAIN; Bevington.  NO; No one, motion carried.

Council member Lewis introduced, read & moved for passage of Resolution No. 2016-25 Valley Corporation pay request #6, $235,358.09, 95% of contract price for East Street Storm Sewer District 2015-1.  Stanzel seconded.  Lewis, Stanzel & Ueckert voted YES. ABSTAIN; Bevington. NO; No one, motion carried.    A true, correct & complete copy is on file at city hall.

Mr. Perry reported the contractor is working with the dewatering company for the sanitary sewer district 2015-1 project.  Several farmers have raised concerns about possible water damage to crops.

Ginger Cove Bridge repair - Mr. Olmsted reported one bid was received that was considerably higher than anticipated.  Following discussion, council member Stanzel moved to reject the bid & rebid the project this fall.  Lewis seconded.  Stanzel, Bevington & Lewis voted YES.  Ueckert voted NO, motion carried.

Sanitary Sewer Relining – A certain amount of money was budgeted,  however; a larger project would attract more competitive bidding.  Mr. Olmsted is attending a seminar tomorrow to get more information on a new process.  

Flat Water Cove  - Phase 1 is proceeding.  The final plat will be reviewed by the Planning Commission in August for a recommendation to council for September action. 

The council had copies of charts of sewer flow, precipitation, average daily flow & monthly cost compiled by the engineer.  

Attorney’s report – The Flat Water attorney has had the draft subdivision agreement for several months.  

Bluewater paving & storm sewer installation that was delayed by the COE 404 permitting process has now encountered remobilization charges that are extremely high.  A letter stating the contractor has ten days to resume work has been sent.

Mr. Farnham has requested Douglas County declare the corner of land across from Valmont Industries surplus property.

Chief Brett Smith reviewed facts & figures he compiled regarding police wages.  His comparison of population, medium income & starting wage included 15 cities in Nebraska with a population range from 850 to 17500.  He is receiving no response to his employment ads & pointed out Valley’s pay scale is not competitive.  With the addition of a fifth full time officer, part time hours will be reduced to Saturday & Sunday daytime shifts.  Discussion followed.

Lewis moved to increase full time police officers & the chief salary $3 per hour to bring them more in line with surrounding area law enforcement.  Bevington seconded.  All in favor, motion carried.

Stanzel moved to increase startomg wages for part time officers from $13 to  $15 per hour.  Lewis seconded.  All in favor, motion carried.

Mayor’s Report – The Valhaven ribbon cutting was held May 25, Western Douglas County ribbon cutting for The Brew is Friday June 17 at 8:30 a.m.

Meeting w/NDEQ, EPA – Valley has sent a letter of intent to support placing 288th & Reichmuth Road on Superfund National Priorities list.  NDEQ will move forward in preparing a formal response from the Governor’s Office to EPA Region 7.   

Barbecue Report - Car Show had 150 cars entered in 9 classes.  There were 48 barbecue entrants with 18 participating in the People’s Choice – Vets deposited $2900 from the event.  B.F.’S Barbeque won People’s Choice.  Porky Butt’s Barbeque was overall Grand Champion and Smokin’ Lefty’s Barbeque won overall Reserve Champion.

Council member Stanzel recognized Cindy Grove for doing an outstanding job of chairing the event with council member Bevington adding the Fireworks display was very impressive.
